Please make sure your child& first AND
last name are on your check in the memo section so we can be
sure to credit the correct account.
If your check is returned for non-sufficient funds, our bank will
automatically put the check through a 2nd time before returning
it to us. You expressly authorize your account to be
electronically debited or bank drafted for the amount of the
check plus any applicable fees (charged by your bank) if this
occurs. If a check is returned and the bank is unable to draft the
money from your account, TDR will charge you an additional
$25.00 NSF fee. The use of a check for payment is your
acknowledgement and acceptance of this policy and its terms
and conditions.
We happily accept Visa, MasterCard, Discover, AMEX and
debit cards, however The Dance Refinery will charge a
convenience fee on all payments made with a credit card or deb-
it card. The fee is dependent on the total amount being charged
as follows:

Those students that do not take the Summer
Session are not assessed the summer fee.
